I - For reading and rendering
1 - The British Universities

School training in England lasts 13 years. Young people who are going to enter universities have to stay at school up to 18.  They choose only 3-4 disciplines. This program is called Foundation. According to results the school leavers are admitted to universities. 
 

University programs usually last 3 years for a degree of the bachelor and from 1 till 4 years to get a degree of the master. The English  use to say “to read at university”, for example «she reads in civil law».

Students spend in auditoriums not more than 20-25% of their training hours, they have 1 or 2 lessons a day, lectures or lessons with tutor. Tutors are people who help students to choose subjects and ways of training, also they analyze and criticize students’ work. 

The major time the students write essays and prepare for their written exams. Written works (essays) are the central part of preparation. Students get original task, write the work, and then it is analyzed in a small group with the teacher. The process is called “reading under guiding». It is considered, that creating of written texts develops logic and analytical abilities best of all. Besides, such way of training prepares for the independent work. Exams in special subjects are passed in writing, so that the results can be rechecked by independent experts.

The universities take care of the high standard of their degrees, that’s why the demands for the undergraduates  are very strict. Only 2-3 % of graduates get First (the maximum estimation) at final examinations. The higher is the level of the university, the lower are the marks. They students get a degree in the end of their education. The lower  degrees are called BS or BA, that mean "Bachelor of Science" and "Bachelor of Arts", specialist in science or humanities.

2 - The last candidate

The entrance examinations at one of the Moscow drama schools were almost over. Many entrants had already given their performances. The famous actors who were examining them were already so tired that it was not easy to impress them. Therefore when they saw the last candidate appear on the stage they only wanted him to finish his performance as quickly as possible.

4 - Who Invented the Internet?


           The answer to the question of 'who invented the internet' is not a single man or company, but instead the involvement of many experts from various fields pooling their knowledge towards a common goal.

 
The conceptual foundation for creation of the Internet was largely created by three individuals, each of which changed the way we thought about technology by accurately predicting its future:

Vannevar Bush wrote the first visionary description of the potential uses for information technology with his description of the "memex" automated library system. Norbert Wiener  invented the field of Cybernetics, inspiring future researchers to Marshall McLuhan  made the idea of a global village interconnected by an electronic nervous system part of our popular culture.
           The catalyst for the burst of innovation that would ultimately create the internet was the launch of the Soviet Union's first satellite in 1957. The thought of Sputnik I hovering over US airspace was enough to alarm President Eisenhower to plough funds into developing the US's technical capability.

The task was of creating a communication network that could survive a nuclear attack, and enable the US to launch their own counter strike. This meant a network which could rapidly exchange data between locations spread all other the country.

The communication network was designed to utilise the principle of 'packet switching' data technology, published in a paper by Leonard Kleinrock in 1961. Packet switching meant that millions of data messages could be routed along the same physical line from one place to another. Previously, data transfer systems had relied on a single connection between two points, such as those created by telephone exchanges, for rerouting every message in a 'circuit switching' system. 

The advances in data transfer technology enabled the creation of a functioning long distance computer network. Larry Roberts could be labelled as one of the people who invented the internet because he built its first links: between the University of California and Stanford Research Institute in 1969. Known as ARPANET (Advanced Research Projects Agency Networks), the network was gradually expanded to link military, scientific and educational institutions all over the country. 

In 1972, Bob Kahn and Vint Cerf invented the Transmission Control Protocol (TCP) to allow diverse computer networks to interconnect and communicate. Scientists, the military and researchers could now collaborate and share information with colleagues from all over America on the rapidly growing internet network. 

The internet started to spread globally in 1976 when the network became linked to Europe. The   internet's capabilities as a communication tool were further enhanced three years later when IBM introduced a 'store and forward' network, now known as email. 

            It wasn't until 1990 that the internet became available for public usage and stopped being the preserve of the government and research institutions. The development of HTML during this year meant that graphical websites started appearing and the world-wide-web started taking form into how we know it today.

So, the person who invented the internet wasn't a single individual but a whole community of scientists, physicists and the brightest minds in the country. They were motivated not only to provide the military with a decentralised control system, but to create a communication network enabling people to collaborate and share information with others all over the world.

6 - Michael Faraday and the Start of the Electric Era

The modern life can’t be imagined without electricity. The era of electricity began in 1880-ies. The electricity has replaced the energy of steam. It became possible thanks to the discovery made in 1831 by Michael Faraday. He discovered the law of the electromagnetic induction. Just this law allows people elaborate electric power. 

The electric power is the most convenient form of energy. Using electricity has changed a civilization.  But people have used electricity only little more than one hundred years. The reason is that in nature we meet electricity very seldom. In order to use electricity people had to learn how to get it artificially.

Nowadays people receive electricity using the law of electromagnetic induction, which gives the way to get electricity with the help of magnets.  Elaboration of electric power by generators is based on this law. Without it bulbs would not shine, phones would not call and we would live in the other kind of world. The person who learnt to receive electricity artificially was Michael Faraday (1791 - 1867). 


 He was born in the suburb of London in a family of a smith. The family was so poor, that children from used to receive a help from the religious community. It made 1 roll in a week. At 13 Faraday was apprenticed to a bookbinder.  He read a lot of books being bound, especially in physics and chemistry. Thus he knew about electricity. Once, when Faraday was already 19 he heard four public lectures of the famous chemist Davy.  Faraday made a synopsis, bound it as beautifully as he could and sent to Dewy together with the letter. He told, that he wished to go in for science, but did not know the way. Surprised by unusual message Davy invited Faraday to be his assistant. Davy said later, that of all his discoveries the most significant was Faraday. The work in Davy’s laboratory became for Faraday both school and university. 


 Faraday investigated electricity, magnets, light. He was convinced, that in nature everything is related. That’s why he thought out experiences, trying communications to find out the relations. In 1831 he found out the dependence further called the law of electromagnetic induction. It tells that closed wire moving in a field of magnet gets electricity. This rule made it  possible getting electricity in an artificial way.

Faraday got many offers for commercial use of his ideas, for building first electro generators. He rejected this kind of suggestions because of his pure scientific interests. The mass production of electricity started in about 50 years after his discovery. 


 Faraday is also considered to be the inventor of balloons. In 1824 he made first balloons for experiments with hydrogen. He wrote about it in a scientific journal. The next year the rubberier Hanock produced spheres in the form of a toy. 

7 - Ernest Rutherford


English researches caused three exegetical revolutions. In XVIII Watt started the age of steam, in XIX Faraday presented electricity, in XX nuclear power became possible thanks to Ernest Rutherford. It was he who created the planet model of atom. Before Rutherford atom was thought to be single and indivisible. Rutherford proved it to consist of smaller particles. He showed that dividing atom released energy. He doubted that it was possible to use it. Nevertheless nuclear power stations are based on the ideas of Rutherford. Besides, he was the first man who managed to transform an atom and get the atom of another substance. In 1919 he turned into nitrogen into oxygen.

10 - Few Facts about English

There are about 400 million native speakers. This makes it the second most spoken language in the world after Mandarin Chinese and Spanish. About 200 million people speak it as a second language and there are as many as a billion people to speak it at least a basic level. The countries with the highest populations of native English speakers are, in descending order: United States, United Kingdom, Canada, Australia, Nigeria, Ireland, South Africa and New Zealand.

English began when Cermanic tribes of  Angles, and Jutes came to Britain from IV till VI AD from the territory of modern Denmark. They made their home in the south and east of the island, interacting with the local Celtic tribes. The Celts were in majority, but their language was ousted by the Germanic dialects. Those of different tribes became Old English. The word "English" comes from the name of the Angles - Englas. It goes back to the root "ang" – sharp item. The Angles were fishers and used sharp hooks for fishing. The world "Angles" is suggested to meen “people using sharp items”, “fishers”. 

Many other people came to England later at different times, speaking different languages, and these languages added more words to make today's English. For example, around 800 AD, many Danish and Norse pirates, also called Vikings, came to the country and English received many Norse loanwords. Their languages were Germanic languages, like Old English.

After William the Conqueror from the territory of modern France called Normandy conquered England in 1066 AD and became king, he brought his nobles, who French. They became the new government. They stopped English from being taught in schools for 300 years  and the language changed greatly, because it was mostly being spoken instead of written. English borrowed many words from Old French relying to political life and law. In spite of the fact that England is the motherland of parliament, the word being French, as the Parliament started in the period of the French-speaking nobles.

As Latin and Greek were the languages of intellectual interaction in medieval Europe, English got a lot of words from these languages. Nowdays about 80% of the words in scientific, technical or juridical texts are of Latin and Greek origin.

English has a rather intricate system of spelling but simple grammar, having practically no gender for the nouns. That is one of the reasons of its turning the lingva franka of the modern world.  

11 - Newton

His main book was called "The Mathematical Principles of Natural Philosophy". It described the principles of the world. Its influence on the science and technique has have no analogies. Lagrange wrote: «Newton was the greatest genius from all ever existed, and the happiest one, for only once it is allowed to the person to discover the system of the world».

Isaac Newton was born in Christmas night of 1642. This fact made him promise, that he was the only person in the world who could understand the plan of the God. He was born in the village of Woolsthorpe in the family of a farmer, who had died several months before. Newton was born so small, that he could have been put in a beer mug. It was thought, that he would not survive. But he had and lived till 84. When Newton was 10 his mother sent him to a town to study at school. He lived in the house of chemist Clark. In his first years at school was in the end of the progress list. He was interested in the other things.  He made mechanical toys, lunched kites with fiery lamps in the nights. And people thought it was a new comet.  

The chemist had three children: Newton made friendship with the girl, and quarreled with her brothers. Once he decided to bypass them in school achievements. In a short time he became the first pupil at school. The director noticed Newton’s abilities and persuaded his mother to send him to Cambridge. He became the student of the famous «Trinity College». Newton was accepted as a «sider», a poor student, whose duty was to serve masters and senior students. By this time Newton’s mother was between 2000 most succeeding people of England. But she didn’t pay for her son at College: she was offended by his refuse to become a farmer. 

In 1664 Newton got his bachelor degree and left Cambridge. There was an epidemic of plague in England, besides in 1666 it was rumored about a doomsday. Newton was little more than 20, this period became the creative top in his life. Cambridge was disbanded. There was no sense teaching students before a doomsday. Newton got a plenty of time to think. It was just in Woolsthorpe that he outlined the basic positions of his main scientific ideas. He didn’t "make discoveries". It developed his ideas for many years. But in Woolsthorpe his theories got the start. 

In 1667 Newton returned to Cambridge to teach students. His lectures weren’t popular., because they were very difficult. Sometimes there were only 3 students sitting, sometimes nobody came. Newton used to be happy then.  He went home to think and write. For 30 years Newton remained the professor of Cambridge.

Newton’s life was full of riddles. Here is one of them. On one hand, he was sure, that he was the only man, who was able to understand the divine plan, and solve how the nature is arranged. But he didn’t want to publish the results of his works. And, even if he did it, he had been pressed by his friends. He was absorbed with scientific problems and was extremely absent-minded. There is a story two cats which lived in Newton’s house. There was the big one and the little one. To leave them walking Newton made for them two holes in the door. He was asked, what for? Why did he make two holes? The smaller cat could have passed through the same hole as the bigger cat. Newton answered: “I wasn’t smart enough”. It is easy to guess – why. When he was asked how he had managed to understand the principles the world, he has answered «with a constant thinking about them».

In 1691 Newton was invited to London to become a head of the Mint because of his  knowledge of metallurgy and the mechanic. After the Civil war England was flooded with false money. A financial reform was necessary. The problem was to produce coins which could not have been forged easily. Disguised, Newton visited bars and taverns and gathered much information about the ways of forgery. The coinage was protected from forgery. The successful financial reform was one of the reasons which have defined economic prosperity of England in XVIII century. The last 30 years of his life Newton  lived in London in the home of the niece. Then he was the head of the Royal society. 

The most significant achievement of Newton was connected with the law of universal gravitation. Newton proved it with the help of mathematics. Three questions had preceded the discovery. Why do point masses fall to the Earth? The answer was given in antiquity: because point masses attract each other. Here is the second question: why does the Moon not fall to the Earth, but also does not go away? There was no answer. The third question had arisen shortly before Newton. The German scientist Kepler showed rotation of planets by the orbits in the form of ellipses. It was unclear why they have such a form. Many scientists thought about these riddles. At least four of them in the XVII century came to the same idea. There is a single force in the Universe, which moves all the objects: the Sun, the Moon, and the planets. The same force makes the objects fall on the ground and the planets rotate by ellipses. The force was called  gravitation. Robert Hooke gave the mathematical formula to count it. But nobody could prove this formula with the help of mathematics. It remained only a supposition.

Once in 1683 Halley, Hooke and Wren were having a dinner and discussing the movement of planets. And Wren offered 40 shillings for fun to the person who would prove the law of gravitation. Hooke told, that he had already found the proof, but did not wish to tell it not to deprive the others a pleasure to make the same. As to Halley, he couldn’t stop thinking about the problem. Не went to Cambridge to discuss the theme with Newton. Newton told that he knew the proof of the law of gravitation and showed the ready book describing the system of the world. Halley was delighted.  But Newton refused publishing his work. If not Halley “The Principles» might not have been published. Halley managed to persuade Newton publishing the book. But the new problem arose. After two first volumes had appeared, the physicist Robert Hooke declared, that it was he, who had informed Newton about the formula of the law.  Hooke was offended not being mentioned in “The Principles». Newton answered: it was an easy thing to invent formulas. But it was difficult to prove them with mathematics. He was going not to mention Hooke or not to publish the 3 volume at all. Once more Halley managed  persuading Newton. He mentioned the name of Hooke and thus his main work has been published.

So,  the main merit of Newton wasn’t the concept of gravitation. It was the mathematical proof of the formula of the law.  On the way of proving, Newton put forward some other very important ideas. He created the new language of mathematics, coined terms “weight” and “force”, formulated the laws of movement. All modern physics and technics are based on them. As for Hooke, modern historians of science recognize, that he could have informed Newton about the formula of the law and gave him a material for reflections. Newton did not wish to recognize it. For 35 years Hooke was a head of the Royal society. After his death Newton became his successor. And his first step in a new role was the destruction of all the papers and portraits of Hooke. Now the Royal society has portraits of all its chairmen, except the first one, Robert Hooke.


 There is a well-known legend about an apple which had fallen before Newton and made him discover the law of gravitation. The legend says, that once Newton saw a falling apple in the garden and  thought: “The same force which made the apple to fall stretches up to the Moon. It exists not only on Earth, but in the whole solar system”.  Neither Newton, nor his contemporaries told this legend. For the first time it was told by French philosopher Voltaire. He visited England  after Newton’s death, was impressed strongly by his works and told about them on the continent. The scholars do not exclude, that Newton himself knew nothing about the apple, and this legend was invented by Voltaire .

In mathematics Newton created the methods of differential and integral calculus which has become the language of modern science. In the nature almost all the processes develop by curves. The new Method of Newton and Leibniz allowed to describe natural processes with the help of mathematics. In physics Newton also discovered, that white light consisted of the other colors. It made possible to understand the chemical compound of stars. Newton was also the inventor of the reflecting telescope.

Newton died in 1727. The inscription on his tomb in Westminster Abby called his mind “almost divine”. The modern science is based on Newton’s ideas. But he wrote in the end of his life: “I do not know, what I can seem to the world, but I seem to myself only the boy playing on a shore, having a good time that sometimes I find a little stone more florid, than ordinarily one, or a beautiful cockleshell while the great ocean of true is spread before me not investigated”.

12 - British political system: history and principles

The single most important fact in understanding the nature of the British political system is that Britain has not been invaded or occupied for almost 1,000 years. The last successful invasion was in 1066 by the Normans. Is this true of any other country in the world? This explains why: we have had no revolution, we have no written constitution, our political system is not neat or logical, change has been very gradual and pragmatic and built on consensus. 

To simplify our political history very much, it has essentially been a struggle to shift political power from the all-powerful king who claimed that he obtained his right to rule from God to a national parliament that was increasingly representative of ordinary people and accountable (подотчётен) to ordinary people. A key date in this evolution was 1215 when King John was forced to sign the Magna Carta which involved him sharing power with the barons. 

Another important feature of our political history is that three parts of the United Kingdom – Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland – have a special status and have local administrations with a wide range of responsibilities. England represents over 80% of the total UK population of around 60 million. 

The final important part of political history is that, since 1973, we have been a member of what is now called the European Union. This now has 27 members states covering most of the continent of Europe. The UK Government and Parliament are limited in some respects by what they can do because certain areas of policy or decision-making are a matter for the European Union. The British political system is headed by an hereditary monarchy but essentially the powers of the monarch - currently Queen Elizabeth II- are ceremonial. 

13 - HM Queen Elizabeth, the Queen Mother (1900-2002)


       “Icon of the Century”;  “The Nation’s Favourite Grandmother”;  “The Richest Jewel in the Royal Family’s Crown” – these are just some of the many tributes that have been bestowed upon the Queen Mother.  She was the longest-living British Royal in memory, and she witnessed some of the most significant developments and historical moments of the last century. When she was born aeroplanes had not yet flown, and gas lamps had not been replaced by electric lighting.
 The most genuinely loved woman in England secured her place with a   casual remark over six decades ago. Asked if she would remove her two young daughters from London during the Blitz, Queen Elizabeth replied: "The girls will not leave unless I do. I will not leave unless the King does. And the King will not leave under any circumstances whatsoever." Instead she learned to shoot a revolver, practising her aim in the Palace gardens. 

      Born a commoner on 4 August 1900, Lady Elizabeth Bowes-Lyon had never expected to be Queen; she was forced into it when "Bertie," her shy and stuttering husband, became King upon the abdication of his brother in December, 1936. She told her household, "We must take what is coming and make the best of it".
       Her finest hour was in 1940, when she, the King, and the Prime Minister Churchill rallied one nation to keep liberty alive. Ensconced at Buckingham Palace as the bombs rained, she remarked that this allowed her to look East Londoners in the eye. Her defiance caused Hitler to brand her "the most dangerous woman in Europe".

For sixteen years she was the rock of support behind her husband George VI and then for daughter, passing to Elizabeth II her resonant devotion to duty, honour and country. "Duty was important to the Queen Mother," wrote one observer, "and despite illness and various operations she was still one of the hardest working royals, carrying out 130 engagements in her 80th year."

She was a keen and successful horse breeder and only gave up fishing, a favourite pastime, at 80. Her somewhat extravagant Edwardian lifestyle – she had five homes, a fleet of cars and an unspecified number of staff – was always an accepted and essential accessory for playing host to the nation. Her refusal to indulge in regrets, carried her through the good and the bad. What Wendell Willkie said in 1941 was still valid in her case: "The Britons are almost miraculously fortunate in their present leaders."
14 - Canada

Canada is the second largest country in the world. There are more lakes and inland waters in Canada than any other country, in fact 7.6% is made up of fresh water. Most images of Canada refer to the Mounties, bears, snow or the Rocky Mountains with the amazing lakes. Tourism is a large part of the economy with the abundant natural resources quickly turning Canada into a rich and vibrant country that is a permanent listing at the top of the best places to live.  There are two official languages – English and French – and Montreal in Quebec is the world's largest French-speaking city outside of France. All of the services offered by the Federal Government are in English and French. Almost every product you buy has English and French on the labels and most public services are available in both languages. Outside of Quebec the majority of people speak English; about 18 percent of Canadians are fluently bilingual.

The First Nations or Indian people were the original inhabitants of Canada and the name comes from their language and means “Village” or “Community”. The Vikings, who arrived in the 11th century and didn't stay for long, were the first Europeans to land in Canada. Canada still belongs to the Commonwealth of Nations, British queen is it’s head. Canada is a Democratic Federation and has both a Federal and Provincial Governments. Public education is the responsibility of each Provincial Government  and is paid for through taxes. Canada has a public healthcare system; essential medical treatment is available to all Canadian citizens and permanent residents.

“To Europe, she was America. To America, she was the gateway of the earth. 

But to tell the story of New York would be to write a social history of the world.”

New York City is the largest city in the United States. In 1609, Henry Hudson sailed up the river that now bears his name, reached the place now New-York stays at. Five years later, a permanent settlement was established at what is now New York, but it was originally called New Amsterdam by the Dutch governors. One of them, Peter Minuit, was said to have bought Manhattan Island from the Indians in exchange for beads, buttons, and trinkets (безделушки). In 1664, Great Britain’s Duke of York sent a fleet that quietly seized the settlement from the Dutch without bloodshed and renamed the colony in honor of the duke. Control of New York passed to the young U.S. at the end of the Revolutionary War, and George Washington was inaugurated president in New York’s old City Hall. Congress met in New York from 1785 to 1790, it was a capital then.

 “The Big Apple” is a nickname of the city. It’s a major world capital and a world leader in finance, the arts, and communications. The city is the home of the UN and is headquarters for some of the world’s largest corporations. The city is also the center of advertising, fashion, publishing, and radio broadcasting in the United States. 

After World War II, New York began to experience the problems that became common to most large US cities, including increased crime, racial and ethnic tensions, homelessness, a movement of residents and companies to the suburbs and the resulting diminished tax base, and a deteriorating (приходящая в упадок) infrastructure that hurt city services. These problems were highlighted in the city’s near-bankruptcy in 1975. By the early 1990s a still shrinking industrial sector, and the transition to a service-oriented economy meant the city was hard hit by the national recession (спад). The city saw the birth of a strong high-technology sector. А strong national economy and a rising stock  market  (рынок акций) had restored vigor and prosperity by the end of the 20th cent.

The destruction of the World Trade Center, formerly the city’s tallest building, as a result of a terrorist attack (Sept., 2001) was the worst disaster in the city’s history, killing more than 2,700 people. In addition to the wrenching horror of the attack and the blow to the city’s pride, New York lost some 10% of its commercial office space and faced months of cleanup and years of reconstruction. The crisis brought national prominence and international renown to Mayor Rudy Giuliani, who provided the city with a forceful and calming focus in the weeks after the attack.


New-York has a population of about 21 million people. One of  surveys rates cities by living quality and defines the top 50. New York is the base city with a score of 100 points. It has the 48 place comparing with the 1 and 2 of Zurich and Geneva (Switzerland), 3 of Vancouver (Canada), 4 of Vienna, 33 of Paris and 39 of London.

Stature of Liberty, statue on Liberty Island in Upper New York Bay

The statue, originally known as Liberty Enlightening the World, was proposed by the French historian Édouard Laboulaye in 1865 to commemorate the alliance of France with the American colonies during the American Revolution and, according to scholars, was originally intended as an antimonarchy and antislavery symbol. Funds were raised by the Franco-American Union (est. 1875), and the statue was designed by the French sculptor Burtholdy in the form of a woman with an uplifted arm holding a torch. Believed to be the tallest metal statue ever made, 46 m in height, it was constructed of copper sheets. It was shipped to New York City in 1885, assembled, and dedicated (здесь – открыта) in 1886.

The base of the statue is an 11-pointed star, part of old Fort Wood. On it is a tablet, affixed in 1903, inscribed with “The New Colossus,” the famous sonnet of Emma Lazarus, welcoming immigrants to the United States. By the early 20th cent, this greeting to the arriving stranger had become the statue’s primary symbolic message. Broadening in its meaning, the statue became a symbol of America during World War I and a ubiquitous democratic symbol during World War II. An elevator runs to the top of the pedestal, and steps within the statue lead to the crown, but the public has not been permitted to climb to crown since Sept., 2001, when access to the statue was restricted for reasons of security. 
Why is New York called the Big Apple?


”The Big Apple” was the catchphrase of New York Morning Telegraph track writer John J. Fitz Gerald in the 1920s. He admitted this twice and it was the name of three of his columns. He picked up the term from African-American  stable hands (служащих) at the Fair Grounds racetrack. Fitz Gerald’s first New York Morning Telegraph “Around the Big Apple” column, on February 18, 1924, declared: “The dream of every lad that ever threw a leg over a thoroughbred and the goal of all horsemen. There’s only one Big Apple. That’s New York”. The “Big Apple” racing circuit (округ, участок) had meant “the big time,” the place where the big money was to be won. Horses love apples, and apples were widely regarded as the mythical king of fruit. In contrast, the smaller, poorer tracks were called the “leaky roof circuit” or “bull ring”tracks.
”The Big Apple” became the name of a club in Harlem in 1934. This expretion was used by jazz musitians. To conquer New-York meant to get a big luck, “a big apple”.”The Big Apple” was revived in the 1970s by Charles Gillett, president of the New York Convention and Visitors Bureau. The origins of “the Big Apple” were solved in the 1990s by Gerald .

The Americans gave nicknames to some other cities: Beantown (Boston), Big Nipple (Los Angles), Big Persimon   (Tokyo), Big Smoke  (London).

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         Can apes speak?

People communicate with languages and teach languages to computers. Could animals be taught language? May be they don’t speak because nobody has ever tried to teach them. But if to try, what will they speak us about themselves and about outselves? Since 1970-ies the researchers have startered the experiments.

When people go to the zoo, the animals that often seem the most interesting are the apes - chimpanzees, gorillas, etc. We regard apes as the ‘cleverest’ animals  so much of their behaviour seems to be similar to human one. They are among the only four animal species recognozing their reflections. The apes are very social animals. They make friends with each other and bring up their children up to 15. Young apes often look after younger brothers or sisters. Apes can even lie to each other. Jane Goodall 1 observe chimps in the nature for 30 years. She 2 describe the episode when a chimp had seen bananas. The chimp knew, that it couldn’t restrain food shout at the sight of bananas. So it bypassed bananas, trying not to come nearer. She 3 wait. When everyone had left, she 3 approach and 4 start eating. Here is another episode. The leader of the chimp group was frightened and his facial expression changed. His lips formed a grin which is the sign of fear at monkeys. Not to loose his leadership the chimp 5 turn away from his relatives, and to make his expression ordinary he 6 pull his lips with the hands for a while. Only after correcting his features, he turned back to the group. Because just apes in the nature seem in many ways similar to people, the researches chose them for teaching human language.

Unlike parrots, apes haven’t voice means (средства) to simulate the human speech. It was decided to teach them ASL (American sign language), that deaf people use. This language consists of hand and body signs. The results were sucsessful. The apes 7 learn from 400 to 1000 words comparing with 2000 words of human everyday life. They used the simpliest grammar structures. They could communicate with people for  half an hour, use words in new ways to describe new situations, understand cause and effect. Moreover they could express with their new language quite complicated feelings. 

The most talented pupil was gorilla Koko. One day Koko’s trainer 8 come into the bathroom, when Koko 9 tear a sponge. This was something Koko was not allowed to do and she knew it.  Koko’s trainer looked at the sponge and said, “What’s this?”  Koko used the sign for “Trouble”. She did not reply, “A torn sponge”. Instead, she described the result of her action. This shows that Koko 10 understand cause and effect. More amazing is this story: Koko was asked which of two people she liked best. Both people were in the room.  Koko looked from one to the other and replied, “Bad question”, showing sensitivity (неравнодушие) to their feelings. These discoveries caused some unexpected problems. The San Francisco zoo 11 try to take Koko back for a whole year. But Koko’s trainer 12 refuse to give her back. She said that Koko had become an individual, whose individual rights were more important than the zoo’s property (собственность) rights.

The same facts coused different opinions. Some reseachers consider that apes can speak, the other researchers disagree. These are their arguments. None of the apes ever taught another ape to sign. Although some female chimps 13 have babies during the experiment, the baby chimps never   14 learn sign language from their mothers.  Humans, however, always pass on language to their children.  The most striking difference between human and chimpanzee language is the fact that the chimps needed long and repeated training. When parents speak to children they do not repeat the same word for months, or reward the child with a chocolate bar or a banana each time the child responds correctly. Young children need no special training for learning to speak. 

There were different kinds of experiments with the apes, taught ASL. In one of the experiments the photos of people and apes were spread before the chimp, including the portraits of her relatives. The chimp was suggested to sort the photos in two piles. She put all the people in one pile and all the apes in another, including her relatives. The chimp put her own photo to people. While she 15 sort, she 16 comment her actions. Putting any human portrait to the people it signed: “Man”. Putting any ape portrait to the apes it signed “ape”. Putting its own portrait to the people it signed “I speak”.

How to select the best candidates and avoid the worst

Investing thousands of pounds in the recruitment and training of each new graduate recruit may be just the beginning. Choosing the wrong candidate may leave an organization paying for years to come. Few companies will have escaped all of the following failures: people who panic at the first sign of stress; those with long, impressive qualifications who seem incapable of learning; hypochondriacs whose absentee record becomes astonishing; and the unstable person later discovered to be a thief or worse.

Less dramatic, but just as much a problem, is the person who simply does not come up to expectations; who never becomes a high-flyer or even a steady performer; the employee with a fine future behind them. The first point to bear in mind at the recruitment stage is that people don't change. Intelligence levels decline modestly, but change little over their working life. The same is true of abilities, such as learning languages and handling numbers. Most people like to think that personality can change, particularly the more negative features such as anxiety, low esteem, impulsiveness or a lack of emotional warmth. But data collected over 50 years gives a clear message: still stable after all these years.

Extroverts become slightly less extroverted; the acutely shy appear a little less so, but the fundamentals remain much the same. Personal crises can affect the way we cope with things: we might take up or drop drink, drugs, religion or relaxation techniques, which can have pretty dramatic effects. Skills can be improved, and new ones introduced, but at rather different rates. People can be groomed for a job. Just as politicians are carefully repackaged through dress, hairstyle and speech specialists, so people can be sent on training courses, diplomas or experimental weekends. But there is a cost to all this which may be more than the price of the course. Better to select for what you actually see rather than attempt to change it.

Mother 1 - have trouble with her voice. 3 - Why You Should Learn More About Computer Security

I recently read an alarming series of articles, “Hacker Economics: Malware as a Service”, in CIO Magazine, in which the author, Scott Berinato, described the evolution of Internet crime into a service-oriented economy centered on identity theft and fraud (обман, мошенничество). Hackers are forming well funded organizations similar to drug cartels, and like the drug cartels, the fundamental principles of their success are “distributed pain with concentrated gain, and distributed risk».

The immense size of the market allows these criminals to distribute the pain by stealing a small amount of money from a large number of people. For example, if they steal $20 from 5,000 credit cards, they make $100,000, and no one person noticed or chose to investigate the charge (издержки). If those charges are distributed amongst ten different card issuers (выпуск), no one bank lost more than $10,000, which they simply write off as acceptable loss. If a victim goes to law enforcement, the law enforcement agency cannot justify the resources to investigate the fraud unless they hear from multiple victims and can determine that the incidents are related. 

Even if law enforcement decides to open an investigation, the distributed risk principle hinders (препятствовать) the investigation. The hackers themselves barely handle the stolen data, and in many cases they contract out (предпринимать) the distribution of their malware. Furthermore, the information is sold to individuals who themselves do not commit fraud, but instead, sell the information to others who actually commit the fraud. The risk is shared by several links in a supply chain, but all of the money flows up to the cartel. Some researchers estimate that these cartels earn their members millions of dollars each month.

“Do you have a credit card? They've got it,” - states a former hacker turned Internet security researcher. “I'm not exaggerating. Your numbers will be compromised four or five times, even if they’re not used yet.” 

How do they do it? The current distribution method of choice is to use an iFrame to download a form-grabbing Trojan onto the victim's computer. iFrames are a feature of your web browser that allows websites to deliver content from remote websites in a frame on a page. As an example, think of the current weather conditions streamed from weather.com into a small box on a newspaper’s website. Hackers, on the other hand, build invisible iFrames into webpages. The iFrame contains a tiny piece of software called a downloader which downloads malware onto the user's computer. 

iFrames are so effective that a new business has emerged around them. These new companies pay for clickthroughs. If you agree to host their iFrame code on your website, you will receive a payment each week, contingent on 1,000 clickthroughs. They will even sell you malware code if you do not have your own. With a portfolio of infected sites, some companies sell access to their network at one dollar per infection. 

In yet another example of hacking as a service, security researchers recently found a website which uses a botnet (infected computers under the control of hackers) of several million computers to infect other vulnerable (уязвимый) computers. For 20 cents per successful infection (or load), the customer can pay for loads based on  IP address. Consequently, a user of this service could target a specific company or a university. 

Anti-virus software, alone, is not sufficient protection. Hackers sell their malware to other hackers who modify the code to create variants or entirely new malware. In effect, the malware evolves, and with each evolution it gets better at avoiding detection and removal. Anti-virus vendors (продавцы) cannot keep pace. 

How do you protect yourself from these hackers? First, secure your computer with 10 top tips. Second, protect your identity by reviewing your credit report on an annual basis. The three credit reporting agencies must provide, upon request, a copy of your credit report at no charge once a year. Third, remember, it is much simpler and far less risky to steal confidential information from your computer, than to compromise the security measures of a bank or online merchant, and then steal the information from them. Unfortunately, properly securing a computer is not a trivial exercise, and hackers take advantage of our naïveté. Each of us should endeavor (стараться) to learn more about computer security and the methods used by hackers. In this new age of Internet crime, our computers and ultimately our very identities are under attack. We must be proactive in securing our computers and protecting our identities.
